This acticle is a study of theological function of human creaton account (Gen 1:26~28, 2:7,
2:18~25) in the Ancient Near East. These texts about human creation in the Genesis were
considered in two aspects, creation myth of ancient Babylon and Egypt. A people argued that it
was an effected by the myth of Babylon, Enuma Elish. But A people like J. Hoffimeier rejected
the assertation and argued relationship of Egypt s myth with it. What is the correct? So I
studied similarities and differences between the Genesis and myths of Babylon and Egypt and
concluded that human creation account in Genesis is not effected. Let it be so, what doses mean
similarities and differences? I argued that Author of Genesis transformed the Reader’ s
conception of human by using similarities and differences between them: Genesis transformed
conception of the human from a substitute for gods to special relation with Creator God.
Genesis transformed conception of the Image of God as not only King but all human. Genesis
transformed the conception of human as Server under creature to human as ruler and keeper
about creature. Genesis transformed the conception of man and woman from a relationship of
superiority and inferiority to equality and cooperation.
