Historical and Literary Aspects
of Old Testament Theology

- From an Evangelical Theological Perspective -

The purpose of this article is to survey several studies of Old Testament
theology (OTT) from an evangelical theological perspective focusing on how
they deal with the historical and literary aspects of the Old Testament.

The first part investigates three cases which focus on the historical aspect
of the Old Testament(OT). Julius Welhausen provided a picture of the
development of the history of Israelite religion. His influence on OT study
was very strong, but OTT was eclipsed by the full pledged historicism.
Gerhard von Rad attempted to look for the theological value of the OT while
tracing the history of Israel's traditions in his OTT. Yet his study is based on
historical criticism and for him the kerygmatic picture of the OT is different
from the real history. W. Kaiser Jr., an evangelical OT scholar, presented OTT
through the history of God's salvific acts.

The second part is concerned with three cases of synchronic approach to
OTT which highlight the literary aspect of the OT, moving beyond previous
historical critical studies. James Barr is along with new criticism, putting
emphasis on the text itself instead of the history behind it. However, he goes
too far proposing to read the OT merely as a literary work or as a "story"
without relating it to history or theology. With his canonical approach Brevard
Childs also suggested that we should read the OT text as it is and take into
account the canonical shape of the whole book. Yet Childs did not totally
disregard historical criticism. John Sailhamer adopted the canonical approach
in his study of OTT standing on an evangelical theological view to the Bible.

The final section provides a summary of the survey and a proposal of guide
lines for doing OTT according to the evangelical conviction of the inspiration
and authority of the Scripture.
