The purpose of this study is to focuses on how to prepare for sermons on
the historical books in the Old Testament rather than focusing on how to
preach about the same books. For the very purpose, I would like to provide
better understanding on the historical books of the Old Testament. The main
purpose of sermons is to proclaim the word of God to change lives.
Therefore, the preachers, first, must acquire the full knowledge of the text
before getting thee techniques which will help them preaching the text more
efficiently. Each of the historical books is written with the specific
background to tell a specific message. Thus, it is impossible to fully grasp the
text without understanding the time and the setting. People including
preachers should find deeper meanings - hoth implicit and explicit - within
writings of the events and situations in the historical books. This bok
considers various events that happen in Deuteronomic and the Chronicles the
history as the two different perspectives on understanding the history of the
Old Testament.

Recorded in the history of the forest, the extensive experience of the event
refers to the experiences of people who lived in the land.
